A: The significance of this surprising little side -note to the context of Exodus 4
involves an understanding of the importance of circumcision. God gave Abraham the
rite of circumcision as the sign of the covenant. All Jewish fathers were required to
circumcise their sons. Evidently, Moses, who had lived on the backside of the desert
for forty years, compromised this basic requirement when his Egyptian wife Zipporah
gave birth to a son. Moses has now been called into service andGod expects him to
comply with the provisions of the Law. It is evident by Zipporah's angry reaction (i.e.
throwing the foreskin at his feet and calling her husband a "bloody man") that he had
previously attempted to convince her of the necessity of performing this rite but had
deferred to his unbelieving wife when she balked at his leadership. Now, God's
longsuffering has come to an end and He is ready to slay Moses for his disobedience.
I'tds o0do or di e wardimekdowsnin Mosds nally ddmplies swith this
most basic requirement of the covenant and spares his own life, but his heathen wife is
mad as a wet hen. | hope this helps a little.
